Over 200 people, many in cycling
garb, attended Eastbourne Crematorium to pay their respects to John at his funeral and celebrate his higf
successful life.

John took a keen interest in cycling as a teenager, exploringrtée dround his Uckfield home. He enjoyed
the sense of adventure and freedom that cycling gave him, and he soon developed an ability to ride fast a
to notch up really long distances.

John organised dozens of outings and many memorable holidays for his friends. The holidays were mainl:
inFrmce, and often they went to watch the Tour. r

John also ran Sunday morning rides for several years, starting at his Hailsham home. These were organis
with precision: we would miraculously turn up at the-team bang on opening time and it was obvious he
knew every single tiny lane in Sussex like the back of his hand! Although these rides took place over 20
years after Johnos hsugldbseyver just whavastglisheider he was.tHe thad hist h
own seemingly effortless way of riding and was in perfect harmony with his machine. He was also a mode
of safe cycling, always alert to dangers on the road and never taking risks. That saslarsupefast and
fearless descendérthough always fully in control.

John had so many strings to his bow, it would be impossible to list them all. However, two more of his
achievements are very worthy of mention. Many years ago, John was one ofitfagarssof the revival of
the Eastbourne & Hailsham section of the CTC. And he was also a highly valued ranger on Hevedich
Cuckoo Trall for several years.

Over the past few years, John was a r eftgnuabler r i d
could, and certainly on at least two days per week. Virtually nothing could keep John away from his regule
bash with his friends up and down the Trail. And when cycling began to get a bit hard for John, there was
still nothing stopping him: upe popped with an electric bike to enable him to continue to enjoy the
outdoors and the camaraderie that cycling offers.

John leaves behind his family who were as devoted to him as he was devoted to them. Eastbourne Rover
Cycling Club offersitscondolenes t o Johnés wife Pam, his stepso
years, and all of Johnoés family.

John was one of those-gb-rare people who you could be totally at home with as soon as you meet them.
He was a great friend and clubmate, and alveagerful, with a lovely smile on his face and a twinkle in his
eye.

He will be very fondly remembered and sorely missed by us all in Eastbourne Rovers Cycling Club. It was
real privilege to have known him.
